 Maintain interior and exterior work environments, keeping designated areas clean, 
including kitchens, storage areas and coolers. 

 Implement and maintain all food and workplace safety standards. 

 Manage labor and operating expenses through effective planning, budgeting and 
inventory control while focusing on nutrition, food quality and creative, sustainable, 
measurable solutions.

 Four years of production cooking experience with demonstrable skills. 

 Two years of demonstrated culinary leadership, culinary management experience or 
other applicable experience. 

 Available to work special events, select holidays, and at various UGM locations as 
needed.

 Culinary degree or recognized culinary certification, or two- or four-year degree in a 
related field. 

 Leadership experience within an active ministry. 

 Experience working with people who are homeless or in recovery and/or personal 
experience with recovery.
